World-class British pianist Neville Dickie rejoins TSJS veterans Joe and Paul Midiri in the (almost) annual return
engagement. Neville is among the most accomplished stride and boogie-woogie pianists on either side of the Atlantic.
Joe and Paul Midiri, well-known to Tri-State audiences, have recorded with everything from trios to big bands. The trio
has been performing for Tri-State audiences since at least 2013 — by our count, this will be their eleventh appearance
together!

As our reviewer noted last year, "...what marks the greatness of this trio is the performance of Joe Midiri’s soprano with
its Bechet calls and wails, Dickie’s rocking stride and Paul Midiri’s tub thumping — you feel transported back to the
twenties, at some speakeasy, with loads of cash feeding the kitty."

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Larry Toft’s Red Hot Ramblers

For the first time in almost five years, the Red Hot Ramblers made an appearance at our June 14 concert. This local
sextet specializes in 1920s and 30s popular American music. There were four personnel changes from their previous
concert: Frank Velardo on banjo, Bob Rawlins on clarinet, alto, and C-melody sax (about which more below), and Mike
DeMonte on drums, though Chad Brown was listed in the program as drummer. The other bandmembers were Larry
Toft, leader, on trombone and vocals, Adam Hershberger, trumpet, and Dan Nosheny, sousaphone.

Before getting into the music, a little about the C-melody sax. It was a common feature in 1920s dance bands, Frankie
Trumbauer being probably its most eminent player. It is pitched in the key of C, while most saxes are pitched in B-flat or
E-flat. The Cis slightly larger than an alto but smaller than a tenor, though all have mostly similar shapes. Production of
Cs ended about 1930, but a few present-day musicians in addition to Bob who play hundred-year-old tunes have them,
including Dan Levinson and Colin Hancock.

The Ramblers played a number of tunes that, | would venture, hardly any of the people in attendance knew, and
perhaps had never heard. |, for one, appreciate these rarities more than the usual warhorses that everyone knows, and
perhaps some even tire of hearing. But | was stumped by one number, “Lina’s Blues,” written by trumpeter Jabbo Smith.
Still, every band needs to play some old favorites to keep the crowd happy, and the Ramblers did just that.

Of the fifteen numbers played during the two sets, thirteen featured vocals. Larry has very clear diction, but I'll describe
his singing this way: you would not mistake him for Bing Crosby. Yet several of the obscure tunes played were enhanced
by our hearing the lyrics, some of which were penned by eminent tunesmiths like Walter Donaldson, Howard Dietz and

Roy Turk. The two non-vocals, “Kiss Me Sweet” and “Borneo” do have lyrics; the latter achieved moderate popularity in

1928 when sung by Scrappy Lambert with Frankie Trumbauer’s band that included Bix Beiderbecke.

The concert opened with the jaunty “Keep Your Sunny Side Up” and featured solos by Bob, Larry and Dan. This set the
pattern for the rest of the afternoon: all tunes included solos by most members, with the horns taking the majority of
them. But Frank on banjo and Mike on drums were not totally ignored, and both turned in noteworthy (no pun
intended) efforts when called upon. Worthy of shoutouts were Dan’s extended solo on “Lina’s Blues” and Adam’s
growling trumpet on “Moanin’ Low.”

The 20s and early 30s, especially, produced some of America’s finest pop music that includes tunes that are often played
today. The Ramblers did a couple of them: “I Found a Million Dollar Baby (in a Five-and-Ten-Cent Store),” “Moanin’ Low”
(made famous by torch singer Libby Holman), and “Love, Your Magic Spell is Everywhere.” Some of the more obscure
numbers were “I’'m Walking Between the Raindrops,” “I’'m in the Market for You” (from a not-overly-successful show
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“High Society Blues” (1930)), and “There Ain’t No Land Like Dixieland.” The latter, and “Kansas City Kitty,” also on the
card, were written by Walter Donaldson, to whom Larry paid due homage as one of the period’s most overlooked

composers. Donaldson wrote over 600 songs, which doesn’t quite put him up there with Irving Berlin’s 1500, but he’s in
the company of Harry Warren and perhaps even Cole Porter.

Instrumentally | found no weak links in the band; everyone was strong in his domain. It was an enjoyable concert and |,
as the Artistic Director, promise not to wait another five years to invite them back.
